The second endorsement is titled PUNITIVE DAMAGES EXCLUSION and it excludes from
coverage any claim, demand, action, or award of punitive or exemplary damages.

We are sending this letter now to allow you time to search for alternative coverage in the
marketplace should you feel that you need coverage that this policy will not provide.
