1. PURPOSE AND SCOPE: The West Virginia Department of Homeland Security - 

Division of Administrative Services (DAS) is Soliciting bids on behalf of the West 
Virginia Division of Corrections-Correctional Industries to establish a contract for 
the one-time purchase of a Bobcat BC25S-7 Forklift or Equal.
